TIIE JOY DODSON MUSIC FUND
The Joy Dodson Music Fund lms set up in 1991 to celebrate the life of
Joy Dodson who was an enthusiastic viol player, music calligrapher and
publisher. It is financed through donations from members of the Viola da
Gamba Society and is administered by a small sub-committee of the
Society. The Fund assists students with the cost of affending a music
course as a viol player or undertraking research related to the viol. In
order to be eligible for a grant, students must be members of the Society.
Howeyer non-members may also apply on the understanding tha! if
awarded a grant, they will join the Society. Student membership is f9 for
the frst year and ftz n subsequent years although students under 16
years of age receive their first year's membership free. Normally
applicants have to be full-time students.
Those wishing to apply for grants should contact Susanne Heimich, The
Viola da Gamba Society Administrator (44 ke,e l-ane, Oxford, OX4
4EY, Telephone 01865-744128, email admin@vdgs.org.uk) , if possible
by email but otherwise by telephone or post. They will be sent an
application form and a copy of the Guidelines which give derails of
conditions of eligibility and the maximum award they can expect to
receive (which in 2009 is €165). If successful, a cheque for the amount
awarded will be forwarded to the applicant. After completing the activity
for which the award was made, students will be expected to write a short
account of that activity and how it will help them in further music
studies.
During the current recession it is hoped the Fund will be of particular
value in helping stude,lrts further their studies of tle viol when they
might otherwiso find it difficult to meet the cost of attending courses. We
would be grateful if Forum members would mention the Fund to any
student viol players they might know.
